Precious Metal Clay (PMC) is a wonderful medium to work with. Tiny parti-
cles of ground pure silver combined with an organic binder and some water
make up the PMC which comes in a putty like substance, perfect for manipu-
lating into shape and for adding texture.

Through the different processes involved with working in PMC, and the
seemingly magical alchemy which occurs during the final firing and polishing
process, the raw material of grey putty transforms into solid pure silver jewel-
lery which has an Assay purity grading of 99.9% (or 999 fine silver). As a
comparison, Sterling silver has a purity of 92.5% (or 925 sterling).

PMC is also available in Paste (for glueing! And wet constructed items), in
Syringe form (for delicate filigree style work and decoration) and Sheet form
(for weaving and folding).
